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The Objective.  

Simplicity.  

Unity of Command.  One leader, one plan, not countermanded.

The Offensive.  Schawn often calls this being more aggresive.

Maneuver.  Flanking, shifting, shears, etc.

Mass. Trying to get either more numerical superiority at the point of 
attack, Better fighters than the enemy at the point of attack, or us 
moving forward and them moving back, etc

Economy of Force.  Leaving just enough on the non-charge side to 
prevent them from sweeping that side.

Surprise. 

Security.
